We wanted to let you know about an upcoming exhibition that we think 
will be of interest to Sunseekers members: "Perry's Victory: The Battle of 
Lake Erie" opening August 9 and running through November 10 at the 
Toledo Museum of Art. This FREE exhibition coincides with the Battle of 
Lake Erie bicentennial celebrations planned for late August and early 
September. Attached is a flyer and the following provides a synopsis of 
the exhibit: 
 
Perry’s Victory: The Battle of Lake Erie, Toledo Museum of Art, August 9–
November 10, 2013 This historic exhibition features an array of paintings, 
prints, sculpture, artifacts, letters and music to commemorate Commo-
dore Oliver Hazard Perry’s great naval victory over the British during the 
War of 1812. The free exhibition offers a rare opportunity to see the fa-
mous painting Perry’s Victory on Lake Erie by Thomas Birch so close to 
the actual battle site. Historians often describe the War of 1812 as the 
Second War of Independence. Not only was the U.S. national anthem, 
the Star-Spangled Banner, inspired by the war, but victory over Britain al-
so confirmed the young nation’s sovereignty. Some of the most decisive 
events of the war on the frontier were the naval battles, as command of 
the Great Lakes was critical for success in the northwest. One of the 
most famous victories was achieved at the Battle of Lake Erie on Sept. 
10, 1813 by the young Perry with the capture of a British fleet of six ves-
sels, giving control of the lake and its important transportation routes to 
the United States.
